Round Table Discussion:

Updated reports were given by Department Heads and Trustees and discussions were held but no action was taken during round table.
Mr. Eric Richter, Township Administrator, advised the Board of the City of Dublin is purchasing 6114 Cosgray Road, Dublin, OH, 43016 and acquired the surrounding properties this past summer.  This property has been a Zoning violation for a number of years.  The City plans to demolish the house located on the property. The Fire Department will look into the feasibility of using it for training in the future.   

Mr. Richter distributed a letter drafted by West Erie Reality Solutions (the firm assisting with the right-of-way acquisition for the Amlin improvement project) letter will be mailed to the Amlin residents of parcels needed to complete the road and alley improvements.  Trustees suggested some revisions to the letter to put a move positive spin on it.  The Amlin area hasn’t had any improvements made to it in over 40 years and residents should be excited about these improvements which are being planned to begin spring of 2022.   This project has been in the process for over two years.    

2022 Mosquito Management Services Contract

Mr. Richter shared with the Board that the majority of jurisdictions participating in the FCPH contract with Clarke Environmental Mosquito Management have been satisfied with the arrangement and desire to exercise the 2022 contract extension.  The 2022 estimated annual cost to Washington Township totals $1,685.51.
There is no need for the Trustees to take action since this falls within the Administrator’s contracting authority.  
Zoning:  
Mr. Richter also shared with the Board the draft Zoning Inspector position description and a discussion was held regarding adding to the description Ohio Township Association (OTA) Zoning training requirement each year.
