Amend 2021 Permanent Budget: 
Mr. Eric Richter, Township Administrator stated the Township was notified in July that Washington Township would be awarded American Rescue Plan (ARP) grant fund dollars as a sub-recipient via the State of Ohio.  Since the award of these funds was unknown at the time the permanent budget presentation and adopted in March 2021, an amended Certificate of Estimated Resources must be filed with the Franklin County Budget Commission to account for this new revenue, and to set appropriations so the funds may be expended in 2021.  After internal discussions, the Washington Township Fire Department (WTFD) would like to obligate a portion of these funds towards the purchase of additional electronic lift cots for the medics if this is an allowable expenditure, which the department is checking on.

Resolution to Amend 2021 Permanent Budget: 
Ms. King introduced and moved the adoption of the following Amended Resolution:

WHEREAS the levels of resources have been identified for the 2021 fiscal year, but now has been amended to include the American Rescue Plan Act – Coronavirus Local Fiscal Recovery Funds (ARP Grant Funds). 

WHEREAS appropriate planning and consultation within the Township has been accomplished and amended; and

WHEREAS the Township’s Fiscal Officer, Administrator and the Fire Chief are now prepared to present the 2021 Amended Permanent Budget; and

WHEREAS the Township’s Fiscal Officer, Administrator and the Fire Chief have prepared the 2021 Permanent Budget Appropriations resolution and has now amended it to include the American Rescue Plan Act – Coronavirus Local Fiscal Recovery Funds (ARP Grant Funds).

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the 2021 Amended Permanent Appropriations and Fiscal Operating, Capital and ARP Grant Funds Budgets of Washington Township, Franklin, Delaware and Union Counties, Ohio, for fiscal year 2021 as supported in the accompanying documentation and approved by the Trustees, Fiscal Officer, Administrator and the Fire Chief, to make expenditures within the projected income levels, provided that bills and payrolls shall be submitted to and approved for payment upon resolution of the Board; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Fiscal Officer be instructed to incorporate the 2021 Amended Permanent Budget Resolutions, and all supporting documents into the minutes and appendices of this meeting, and to file these materials with the official records of this Township.

Resolution to Execute Easement and Right-Of-Way Agreements:

Mr. Rozanski introduced and moved the adoption of the following Resolution:
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE TOWNSHIP ADMINISTRATOR TO EXECUTE EASEMENT AND RIGHT-OF-WAY AGREEMENTS WITH OHIO POWER COMPANY, A UNIT OF AMERICAN ELECTRIC POWER, FOR TOWNSHIP-OWNED PARCELS #272-000162-00 AND #272-000581-00, AND AUTHORIZING AN EASEMENT PAYMENT AGREEMENT WITH OHIO POWER COMPANY AS COMPENSATION FOR THE GRANTING OF SAID EASEMENTS AND RIGHTS-OF-WAY
WHEREAS, Bert Sullivan, a contract agent representing Ohio Power Company, contacted the Township requesting easement and right-of-way on two township-owned parcels adjacent to Cosgray Road to wit:  Parcel No. 272-000162-00 (commonly referred to as the community garden) and Parcel No. 272-000581-00 (commonly referred to as the historical cemetery); and 
WHEREAS, the contract agent indicated Ohio Power Company will perform no work underground at the historical cemetery, but rather only line stringing across this parcel; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustee of Washington Township believes the utility work to be performed will have minimal adverse effects on these parcels; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustee for Washington Township believes the valuable consideration being paid ($5,835.00) for these easements is reasonable and fair.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of Washington Township, Franklin, Delaware, and Union Counties, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1:
The Board of Trustees of Washington Township hereby authorizes and directs the Township Administrator to execute Easement and Right-of-Way Agreements with Ohio Power Company, a unit of American Electric Power, for Township-owned Parcel No. 272-000162-00 (commonly referred to as the community garden) and Parcel No. 272-000581-00 (commonly referred to as the historical cemetery);
SECTION 2:
The Board of Trustees of Washington Township hereby authorizes and directs the Township Administrator to execute an Easement Payment Agreement with Ohio Power Company in the amount of $5,835.00.
SECTION 3:
It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of the Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Resolution Preliminary Engineering Agreement with CSX:

Ms. King introduced and moved the adoption of the following Resolution:
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE TOWNSHIP ADMINISTRATOR TO EXECUTE A PRELIMINARY ENGINEERING AGREEMENT WITH CSX TRANSPORTATION, INC. TO FACILITATE PROPOSED RINGS ROAD ROADWAY AND SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENTS, INCLUDING REPLACEMENT OF THE EXISTING AT-GRADE CROSSING SURFACE LOCATED IN AMLIN, FRANKLIN COUNTY, OHIO
WHEREAS, on July 13, 2021 the Board of Trustees authorized the Township Administrator to sign and execute the CSX Transportation, Inc. (CSXT) new project initiation form to establish engineering estimates to accommodate rail crossing widening and new sidewalks in the Amlin Area Improvement Project; and 
WHEREAS, CSXT has submitted a Preliminary Engineering Agreement outlining the scope of services, review of documents, reimbursement of CSXT expenses, and payment terms; and

WHEREAS, under the terms of this agreement CSXT requests a deposit in the amount of $16,225 (the estimate) for reimbursable engineering, design and review; and 

WHEREAS, if CSXT anticipates the actual reimbursable expenses may exceed this estimate, it shall provide the Township with the revised estimate and confirmation that sufficient funds are appropriated to cover the revised estimate; actual expenses below the estimate shall be reimbursed to the Township.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of Washington Township, Franklin, Delaware, and Union Counties, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1:
The Board of Trustees of Washington Township hereby authorizes and directs the Township Administrator to execute a Preliminary Engineering Agreement with CSX Corporation, Inc. (CSXT) to facilitate proposed Rings Road roadway and sidewalk improvements.
SECTION 2:
The Board of Trustees of Washington Township hereby authorizes and directs the Township Administrator to execute a Preliminary Engineering Agreement with CSX Corporation, Inc. (CSXT) in the amount of $16,225.00.

SECTION 3:

Resolution to Execute Agreement with West Erie Realty Solutions LTD:

Ms. King introduced and moved the adoption of the following Resolution:

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE TOWNSHIP ADMINISTRATOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH WEST ERIE REALTY SOLUTIONS LTD. TO NEGOTIATE RIGHT OF WAY ACQUISTION, EASEMENTS, CONSTRUCTION EASEMENTS AND ASSOCIATED TITLE AND RECORDING WORK RELATED TO THE AMLIN AREA IMPROVEMENT PROJECT, COST NOT TO EXCEED $100,000.
WHEREAS, Washington Township is partnering with the Franklin County Engineer’s Office to facilitate stormwater improvements, repaving, sidewalks and street beautification along the Rings Road corridor and alleys in the historic center of Amlin; and 
WHEREAS, the Franklin County Engineer’s Office has agreed to assist the Township with bidding, construction management and project management associated with these improvements; and

WHEREAS, the Township has been awarded Ohio Public Works Commission (OPWC) funding towards this project that must be encumbered no later than June 30, 2022; and 

WHEREAS, the Franklin County Engineer’s Office cannot assist with negotiating right-of-way, easements and associated title/recording work in order to meet the Township’s aggressive construction timeline for this project.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of Washington Township, Franklin, Delaware, and Union Counties, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1:
The Board of Trustees of Washington Township were not required to seek formal bids for real estate professional services, however the Township Administrator requested three quotes for these services.  West Erie Realty Solutions Ltd. provided the most thorough and detailed quote for the services to be performed.
SECTION 2:
The Board of Trustees of Washington Township hereby authorizes and directs the Township Administrator to execute an agreement with West Erie Realty Solutions Ltd. to negotiate right-of-way acquisition, easements, construction easements and associated title and recording work related to the Amlin area improvement project, cost not to exceed $100,000.
SECTION 3:
It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of the Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 4:
This Resolution shall take effect and be in force at the earliest time permitted by law.

Resolution to Execute Agreement for Rumpke: 
Mr. Richter stated this resolution and the associated agreements are with Rumpke for the next three-year bid period.  The monthly residential bid amount for collection, transportation and delivery of solid waste, recyclable materials, and yard waste is $22.61 beginning January 1, 2022 through December 31, 2024.  This equates to an estimated annual cost to the Township of $57,249 beginning January 2022.  Eleven households, out of 202, responded to our survey about cart sizes.  Mr. Richter’s proposal to Rumpke was that these eleven households maintain their current cart sizes, with the understanding that if the property is sold or service is transferred to another name they will automatically receive the standard cart size.  Mr. Richter stated he has not yet received confirmation from Rumpke that they are amenable to this proposal. 

Resolution:  
Mr. Rozanski introduced and moved the adoption of the following Resolution:

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE TOWNSHIP ADMINISTRATOR TO EXECUTE AGREEMENTS FOR THE COLLECTION, TRANSPORTATION AND DELIVERY FOR DISPOSAL OR PROCESSING OF RESIDENTIAL SOLID WASTE, RECYCLABLE MATERIALS AND YARD WASTE GENERATED WITHIN THE TOWNSHIP OF WASHINGTON, FRANKLIN COUNTY, OHIO.

WHEREAS, Washington Township participates as a member of Consortium I as part of a joint bid process to obtain the best price for Washington Township residents for the collection, transportation and delivery for disposal or processing of residential solid waste, recyclable materials and yard waste generated within Washington Township; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 505.27 of the Ohio Revised Code the Township may enter into written contracts with independent contractors to establish such collection systems and designate solid waste facilities as may be necessary or appropriate to provide for the safe and sanitary management of Solid Waste, including Recyclable Materials and Yard Waste, generated within the Township; and

WHEREAS, the Township has determined that it is in the best interests of the Township and its Residents that the Township arrange for the collection, transportation and delivery for disposal or processing of all Solid Waste, Recyclable Materials and Yard Waste generated at Residential Units, Township Facilities and during Special Events located within the Township from a single Collection Contractor on an exclusive basis; and

WHEREAS, the Collection Contractor submitted a bid to become the exclusive provider of Collection services for the benefit of the Township and its Residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of Washington Township, Franklin, Delaware, and Union Counties, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1:
The Board of Trustees hereby authorizes and directs the Township Administrator to execute all necessary agreements with the Collection Contractor for the collection, transportation and delivery for disposal or processing of solid waste, recyclable materials and yard waste required by Washington Township in executing the bid award.

SECTION 2.
It is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the passage of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of the Board and that all deliberations of the Board and any of the decision making bodies of the Board of Trustees which resulted in such formal actions were in meetings open to the public in compliance with all legal requirements of the State of Ohio.
