Presentation:  

Mr. Dave Reutter with Franklin County Soil and Water Conservation District and Mr. Nathan Ralph with Franklin County Public Health, were present for their annual presentations and updates. Discussion was held regarding stormwater basins and its history and septic systems in the unincorporated areas of the Township, specifically Amlin. There have been some issues over the last few months with aerations systems not working properly and violation notices have been issued by F.C.P.H. to those home owners.

Motion to Authorize the Purchase of Turnout Gear:

The Washington Township Fire Department has a fire turnout gear replacement plan that calls for gear purchases to be spaced out over several years versus needing to replace over 125 sets all in the same year. 

All manufacturers have a 10-year life span on their gear. After 10 years, the gear is unusable for structural firefighting and must be retired. Following the department’s gear replacement schedule, fifteen (15) sets of gear need replaced in 2021. This gear is considered a like purchase (the same gear that we already use) and will be purchased through Atlantic Emergency Solutions. 

· 15-Globe (PBI MAX 7.0 /GLIDE ICE 2L/CROSSTECH BLK) Jacket.
Cost is $1,310 x 15 = $ 19,650

· 15-Globe (GPS/PBI MAX 7.0 / GLIDE ICE 2L/CROSSTECH BLK) Pants.

 
Cost is $1,172 x 15 = $ 17,580

The purchase will consist of 15 sets PBI Max turnout coats and pants at a cost of $2,482 per set. The total purchase price for the 15 sets is $37,230. This expenditure was included in our 2021 Capital Improvement Budget.
