Opportunity for Residents to Speak:
Mr. Gene Bostic, former Washington Township Trustee and resident, was present to congratulate Mr. Kranstuber and Mr. Harris on the election as Washington Township Trustees.  
Mr. Bostic submitted materials to the Trustees of the designs and development of the Brown-Harris Cemetery Preservation he received from Mr. Tom Holton, Dublin Historical Society. This burial site is located on the property of the Ohio State Outpatient Facility, which is being development on Shier Rings Road. Mr. Bostic would like Washington Township to get involved in this development of this cemetery since this was formally in Washington Township unincorporated area and these were residents in the 1800’s. Mr. Bostic would like to see Washington Township support this project financially also.  Mr. Eric Richter, Township Administrator, stated he contacted the City of Dublin and this project is in their Capital Improvement Budget and they are also submitting this project to the State Capital Budget Commission, in hopes of getting funding to help offset costs. A discussion was held regarding all the cemetery’s in the area.  Washington Township still maintains the Ring’s Cemetery on Cosgray Road.  The Board appreciated Mr. Bostic bringing this to their attention and will keep in contact with the City of Dublin regarding this project.

Resolution Cooperative Agreement Between Township and Franklin County Board of Commissioners:
Mr. Kranstuber introduced and moved the adoption of the following Resolution:
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE TOWNSHIP ADMINISTRATOR TO ENTER INTO A COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE TOWNSHIP AND THE FRANKLIN COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS ON BEHALF OF THE FRANLIN COUNTY ENGINEER FOR THE PURPOSE OF ROADWAY, DRAINAGE AND PEDESTRIAN IMPROVEMENTS PLANNED ALONG RINGS ROAD BETWEEN COSGRAY ROAD AND CHURCHMAN ROAD IN THE AMLIN IMPROVEMENT AREA.

WHEREAS, Washington Township will prepare design costs, construction plans, acquire right-of-way, relocate utilities and provide coordination with the railroad; and

WHEREAS, Franklin County will operate and maintain the completed roadway portion of the project within the township right-of-way and the township will provide maintenance for street trees, street lighting and entry feature signs; and
WHEREAS, Franklin County will prepare bid documents, take bids and award the construction contract; provide construction administration and inspection for the project; and provide funding for the costs of the resurfacing of Rings Road between Cosgray Road and the railroad tracks; and
WHEREAS, Franklin County will maintain a proper accounting of all construction costs, documentation of those costs to OPWC for reimbursement and all construction administration costs; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of Washington Township, Franklin, Delaware, and Union Counties, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1:
The Board of Trustees hereby authorizes and directs the Township Administrator to execute a cooperative agreement between the Township and the Franklin County Board of Commissioners on behalf of the Franklin County Engineer for the purpose of roadway, drainage and pedestrian improvements planned along Rings Road between Cosgray Road and Churchman Road in the Amlin improvement area.

SECTION 2.
It is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the passage of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of the Board and that all deliberations of the Board and any of the decision-making bodies of the Board of Trustees which resulted in such formal actions were in meetings open to the public in compliance with all legal requirements of the State of Ohio.

WHEREAS, R.C. 109.43 requires “all elected officials or their appropriate designees shall attend training approved by the attorney general as provided in section 109.43 of the Revised Code; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to R.C. 149.43(B), this training must be three hours for every term in office; and

WHEREAS, the Township Administrator and the Administrative Coordinator last completed Sunshine Laws Certified Training on August 11, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the Township Administrator (Eric Richter) and Administrative Coordinator (Chris Veeck) completed Certified Sunshine Laws Training December 15, 2021, with a log reflecting their attendance for reference; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of Washington Township, Franklin, Delaware, and Union Counties, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1:

Round Table Discussion:

Updated reports were given by Department Heads and Trustees, discussions were held but no action was taken during round table, which included the Amlin Project update.  
Mr. Richter stated Franklin County will be doing some ditch maintenance on Fischel Drive, this is one of the Township’s Roads we are responsible for. 

The Trustees discussed a Zoning Appeals variance request hearing that is trying to be scheduled but due to a vacancy on the Zoning Appeals Board and members being out of town, it is taking longer to schedule a meeting.  The Trustees feel a zoning appeals variance should only be approved if this is a true hardship to the property owner/business.  The Trustees would like to receive a report from staff, stating the reasoning for the request, with a list of objectives and whether we (the Township) is recommending approval or not.  This report or statement needs to be presented to the Zoning Appeals Board prior to a decision being made on the variance.  The Trustees stated the Township has total discretion on a zoning variance because the applicant is requesting to go outside of the Township’s Resolution.  Mr. Zetts, Township Attorney, stated the Trustees need to be mindful to the fact this report would become an official record or could be considered a public meeting. Mr. Zetts stated there is a Duncan Factor Rule which requires a pretty strict test for an applicant to prove to gain approve of a variance.          
Discussed the old pizza shop in Amlin.  There has been a coming soon sign on the building for a few weeks but not indicating what is coming.
