Resolution Issuing Discipline:

Mr. Harris introduced and moved the adoption of the following Resolution:

A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE HUMAN RESOURCE MANAGER’S RECOMMENDATION AND ISSUING DISCIPLINE AGAINST FIREFIGHTER DARRIN O’BRUBA

WHEREAS, on Monday, July 25, Battalion Chief Harris noticed a missing fan that a community member donated for the LifeCare Alliance Fan Campaign and began investigating its whereabouts;

WHEREAS, on Thursday, July 28th, Firefighter Darrin O’Bruba admitted taking the fan in order to play a prank on a co-worker after initially not admitting his actions; and 

WHEREAS, the Washington Township Employee Handbook states “In addition to violation of laws, resolutions, department rules, regulations, policies and procedures; behavior which may result in immediate termination includes, but is not limited to:  engaging in malicious mischief, horseplay, verbal or physical harassment or other undesirable behavior including the use of profane or abusive language or conduct;  engaging in conduct unbecoming an employee of Washington Township and/or; disrespect or other improper treatment toward employees or members of the public”, and;

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of Washington Township reviewed Human Resource Manager Catherine Grossman’s findings and deliberated this issue in open session, and now accepts the Human Resource Manager’s recommendation and issue discipline against Firefighter Darrin O’Bruba that includes a suspension without pay.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of Washington Township, Franklin, Delaware, and Union Counties, State of Ohio:

Section 1:
Pursuant to the authority granted by the Washington Township Employee Handbook, the Washington Township Trustees impose the following discipline against Firefighter Darrin O’Bruba:

a. Starting at 8:00 a.m. on September 29 2022, Darrin O’Bruba. is suspended, without pay and without supplementing accrued paid time off, for a 24 hour period (one duty day).  As such, Darrin O’Bruba will not report to work again until 8:00 a.m. on October 2, 2022.  Darrin O’Bruba will not accrue sick and/or vacation leave.  He is not to report to work.  Likewise, during this unpaid leave, Darrin O’Bruba is not permitted to act on behalf of Washington Township in any manner, unless specifically directed to do so by Chiefs O’Connell or Harris, or the Township Administrator.  During this period of unpaid leave, Darrin O’Bruba shall not have contact with any Township employee and is restricted from entering the Township Administrative Office and all Fire Stations.
Section 2:
In addition to the discipline set forth in Section 1, within the next fourteen (14) days or as soon as available, a professionally licensed physiotherapist, psychologist or psychiatrist must evaluate and opine whether Darrin O’Bruba is fit for duty as a Firefighter.  Additionally, Firefighter O’Bruba must successfully complete any follow-up recommendations as a result of this evaluation.  The Township will pay for this appointment and evaluation.

Section 3:
It is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the passage of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of the Board and that all deliberations of the Board and any of the decision making bodies of the Board of Trustees which resulted in such formal actions were in meetings open to the public in compliance with all legal requirements of the State of Ohio.

Resolution Authorizing Creation of a Special Fund:

Mr. Kranstuber introduced and moved the adoption of the following Resolution:

AUTHORIZING creation of a special fund for receipt and expenditure of Oneohio OpioId distributor settlement payments to the township (O.R.C. § 5705.09(F))

WHEREAS, the State of Ohio has entered a Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) with certain opiod distributors whereby payments will be made to Ohio local governments to be used for certain approved purposes as defined in the MOU;

WHEREAS, the Township will be receiving such payments directly since such payments will be more than $500 annually;

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 5705.09(F) provides that the board of township trustees of a township may establish a special revenue fund in anticipation of the receipt and expenditure of special revenues;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WASHINGTON, FRANKLIN, DELAWARE AND UNION COUNTIES, OHIO, THAT:

Section 1: 
The Township hereby creates a OneOhio Opiod Settlement Fund, a special revenue fund pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 5705.10(F), for payments from such settlement in accordance with the MOU.  

Section 2:  
The Township further authorizes use of such payments for evidence-based, forward-looking strategies, programming, services and partnerships to expand treatment for individuals affected by substance abuse disorders; and to increase education to prevent addiction; and programs to decrease the oversupply of licit and illicit opiods in the community, all as authorized under the MOU. 

Section 3:  
It is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE PAYMENT FROM THE GENERAL FUND FOR EXPENSES INCURRED FOR REMOVAL OF WILD VEGETATION AND TRASH DEBRIS Ohio Revised Code § 505.87

WHEREAS, the occupants at 6114 Shier Lane, Dublin, Ohio, 43016, Washington Township, Franklin, Delaware and Union Counties, Ohio (the “Property”), have been determined to have established and perpetuated an actionable nuisance violation at the Property; and

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the nuisance being maintained by the occupants at the Property threatens the public health, safety and environment; and 

WHEREAS, in the interests of the public health, safety and environment, the Board desires to provide for the immediate abatement, control and/or removal of the nuisance being maintained by the occupants of the Property.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES, WASHINGTON TOWNSHIP, FRANKLIN, DELAWARE AND UNION COUNTIES, OHIO, THAT:

Section 1.
The Board hereby authorizes payment, if necessary, from the Township General Fund, currently estimated at $1,000, for removal of wild vegetation and trash debris at the Property.

Section 2.
The Administrator and Fiscal Officer are authorized, on behalf of the Board, to arrange and effectuate the removal of the wild vegetation and trash debris at the Property and to arrange a lien on the Property relating to the cost of such removal. 

Section 3.
It is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of the Board concerning and relating to the passage of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of the Board, and that all deliberations of the Board and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements including Ohio Revised Code Section 121.22.

Round Table Discussion:

Department Heads and Trustees gave updated reports and discussions held, but no action was taken during round table.  
Mr. Richter stated a survey regarding the Shared Use Path along Shier Rings Road to Cosgray Road was sent out to the area’s residents.  To date Mr. Richter has received 15 responses from the survey, (two objecting to the project and the rest were in support of the project). The Board’s directed at a prior meeting, a survey to be sent out to get area resident input on this possible project.  (Mr. Richter used Survey Monkey). Also, a letter regarding the proposed Shared Use Path was mailed to residents with a return envelope, to ensure we would get the response returned to us.  The Board directed Mr. Richter to continue to move forward with this new project.  

Amlin Project Update – Mr. Richter advised the Board of the possibility of Rings Road being paved and resurfaced this week and a discussion on the project was held.  

The Board continued its discussion regarding cemeteries, and the possibility of purchasing more land to develop it as a cemetery or to expand a current cemetery. There are no active cemeteries in Washington Township or the City of Dublin, therefore no cemetery plot available to residents. The Board directed Mr. Richter to continue the conversation with the City of Dublin on the possibility of expanding its current cemetery.

Mr. Richter brought to the attention of the Board possible developments in the Township and the intent for those developments which are housing.  
Battalion Chief Smith presented an update on the Fire Department Stats and Runs.
